RIGGING
The rigging comes from Seldén Mast AB, one of the leading spar makers. For cruising purposes the spinnaker
hoom is taken care of in a most ingenious way when not in use: The track slider which runs along the spinnaker
track on the mast can be lifted high enough to allow the spinnaker boom to be hoisted alongside the mast with the
bottom end resting in a fitting. When needed, only the bottom end should be released. The spannaker fastened 1o
the boom and by bringing the upper end of the boom down, it can at the same time be swung oul. The whole
procedure is a one man operation with the boom always available vel having the deck conveniently clear, |

HULL
The hull of the HR 352 is design-
ed for sailing in all waters. The
chain plates are heavy enough to
lift the entire boat and it has been
proved again and again that the
moulded in iron keel is by far the
sturdiest construction (o cope
with grounding.

Hull Construction gr:rliﬁmte, which
means that the hull is built according
to Lloyd's specifications. Each boat is
inspected several times during construc-
tion. A Lloyd's surveyor persanally
supervises construction from moulding
of the hull to mounting of rudder.,
chain plates and other fittings vital in
achieving seaworthiness.
